Following the recent announcement from the Federal Government around Exceptional Circumstances, many regional areas have had their EC status removed with only the Riverland, Lower lakes and Mallee extended. Farmers and small farm dependant businesses should be aware that the rural financial counseling service will continue to support these businesses at this time and in to the future.
Rural Financial Counsellors are familiar with all assistance programs available to farmers beyond the end of the EC declarations including the Federal Government’s Climate Change Adjustment Program. Rural financial counsellors can provide information to individuals and businesses on the types of assistance available to those no longer located within an EC area.
RFCSSA will continue to offer clients one on one assistance to analyse their financial position, help them understand their situation and refer them to relevant professionals where required.
